Financial Update thru October, 2009 

Actual pledges of $116,281 were collected through the end 
of October which represents an annualized amount of 
$139,537.   This is approximately $13,000 less than the   ap-
proved budget of $152,500 in anticipated pledge receipts.   
As always, it would greatly help if each individual continues 
to pay their 2009 pledge commitment on a timely basis. 

Additionally, while many of you have contributed in the past 
to the C.A.R.D. campaign (Rex Drive Property), current  con-
tributions lag significantly behind what is needed to pay the 
monthly property note.   We are currently averaging  contri-
butions of $808 per month ($8,080 thru 10 months).   The 
monthly note on the Rex Drive property is $1,839,   leaving 
an average monthly shortage of $1,031 (more than half) 
which has to come directly out of the Church’s operating ac-
count.    We ask that all parishioners continue to donate by 
dropping your check in the regular collection plate and writing 
C.A.R.D. on the memo line.
