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There is a tale about a young Native American
whose life was not going well. He spoke to an older
man in his tribe about his problems. The older man
said, “My son, there are two wolves fighting inside
you, one is made up of despair, fury, and anger.
The other is made up of peace, love, and joy. That's
your problem.” “Which one will win?” the young man
asked. “The one you feed.” We who are Katrina
survivors need to heed the story’s warning. For how
we recover spiritually from the storm depends on
which wolf we feed.

Much depends on what we suffered. Our Katrina stories run the gamut from
those whose homes suffered no more damage than loss of power to those
who lost everything and were forced to stay away for months. Even though
one’s experience may have been more like an adventure than a tragedy, we
all know people for whom the storm was devastating and for whom recovery
means learning to live with loss. | was heartened to see in today’s Times-
Picayune stories about couples that met in New Orleans because of Katrina.
For them Katrina had a silver lining. They came to help, but fell in love with
one another and with the city. Their stories are reasons to hope for a better
future. We need to use these and other positive stories as fodder for the
wolf of peace, joy, and love.

Here are some post Katrina positives that we need to keep in mind: the way
the community rose up and demanded changing an antiquated levee board
system; the organization of “the women of the storm” who have lobbied ef-
fectively in Washington for Louisiana needs; the rising demand for honest
and transparent government; the incredible amount of Christian love shown
by thousands of volunteers from all over the country who have come to help
re-build; the effective measures taken by celebrities to preserve or to rebuild
the neighborhoods that sustained our regions world famous export, jazz; the
Placido Domingo led opera gala in the New Orleans Arena in early 2006 that
heralded the survival of the Louisiana Philharmonic and the New Orleans
Opera Association; and, for people who drive along St. Charles Avenue, the
completion and rededication of the spire of Rayne Memorial Methodist
Church this week. We need to feed off the good things that are happening.
If we don't, the wolf named Katrina will win.

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Financial Update thru July 31st ...

Actual pledges of $89,842 collected
through the end of July (7 months)
when annualized are $154,015.
This is still tracking ahead of the
approved budget of $145,000 in
anticipated pledges. This positive
change over what was reported the
last couple of months is still in large
part due to a couple of significant
pledges that were paid in full for the
year. In light of the upcoming
expenses that that will be associ-
ated with the new rector search, it
would greatly help if those who
have fallen behind in their pledge
commitments would make every
effort to catch up with your pledge in
the near future. Also, if you have
not yet made a financial commit-
ment to the church it's not too late
to do so ... simply fill out a pledge
commitment card that can be found
in the rear of the church and drop it
in the regular collection plate.

Additionally, while many of you
have contributed in the past to the
C.A.R.D. campaign (Rex Drive
Property), current contributions still
continue to lag behind of what is
needed to pay the monthly property
note. We are currently averaging
contributions of $1,066 per month
(thru 7 months). The monthly note
on the Rex Drive property is $1,839

The current contri-
butions continue to be made by
only a handful of dedicated parish-
ioners and needs to have more
widespread support to help pay the
note while future options are being
explored by the vestry on how best
to retire this debt going forward.
