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Inside this issue: 

Last Sunday we dedicated a plaque that names the 
churches that gave sustained help to All Saints after 
Hurricanes Katrina and Rita.  In doing so we pledged 
to reach out in a similar way to other churches who 
might be suffering destruction and loss from storms 
or similar misfortunes.  I also announced that on Sun-
day, September 21st, we will take up a special collec-
tion for the victims of Hurricane Ike.  This collection 
will be sent to the Episcopal Relief and Development 
Fund as the most efficient means to get to the people 
in need at the present.  As of Monday morning, Sept. 
15th, the office of the Diocese of Texas in Houston is 
not open,  

and given our experience with the mail service after Katrina, it would be fool-
ish to send a check to the diocese and expect it to reach them any time 
soon.  The Episcopal Relief and Development Fund has done wonderful 
work in this diocese to get us back on our feet.  I know they will do the same 
for the whole area that was hit and flooded by Ike. 

But, as one parishioner suggested, we should also try to work out a compan-
ion relationship with one of the parishes in Galveston and give that congre-
gation the kind of on-going support that All Saints received after Katrina.  I 
hope by Sunday to have a recommendation from the Diocese of Texas 
about which of the three parishes in Galveston we can impact the most.  As 
far as our own diocese is concerned, St. Andrew’s, Bayou du Large, is 
bound to have taken on water.  It is in lower Terrebonne Parish some 20 
miles south of Houma on Louisiana Highway 315, south of Theriot.  St. An-
drew’s church building is on piers and may have been spared, but the parish 
hall sits low to the ground.  I have been promised a report on it as soon as 
parishioners can get back in the area. 

I know your response to this collection will be generous.  Checks should be 
made out to All Saints and designated “Hurricane Ike Relief.”  We will send 
one check to the Episcopal Relief and Development Fund from All Saints as 
part of our promise to help others as we were helped after Katrina.

WEBSITE UPDATE 

Actual pledges of $102,852 collected 

through the end of August (8 months) 

when annualized are $154,278.  This is 

still tracking ahead of the approved 

budget of $145,000 in anticipated 

pledges.   This positive change over 

what was reported the last couple of 

months is still in large part due to a cou-

ple of significant pledges that were paid 

in full for the year.   In light of the up-

coming expenses that will be associated 

with the new rector search, it would 

greatly help if those who have fallen 

behind in their pledge commitments 

would make every effort to catch up with 

your pledge in the near future.  Also, if 

you have not yet made a financial com-

mitment to the church it’s not too late to 

do so … simply fill out a pledge commit-

ment card that can be found in the rear 

of the church and drop it in the regular 

collection plate. 

Additionally, while many of you have 

contributed in the past to the C.A.R.D. 

campaign (Rex Drive Property), current 

contributions although improved, still 

continue to lag behind of what is needed 

to pay the monthly property note.   We 

are currently averaging contributions of 

$1,499 per month ($11,998 thru 8 

months).   The monthly note on the Rex 

Drive property is $1,839 … leaving an 

average monthly shortage of $240 

which needs to come directly out of the 

Church’s operating account.    Nearly 

half of these donations came from 2 

one time contributions which totaled 

$5,700 or 48% of the overall contribu-

tions.  While the C.A.R.D. campaign 

was only intended to remain in place for 

a 3 year timeframe, hurricane Katrina 

delayed next steps in retiring the prop-

erty debt.   The current contributions 

continue to be made by only a handful 

of dedicated parishioners and needs to 

have more widespread support to help 

pay the note while future options are 

being explored by the vestry on how 

best to retire this debt going forward.  

The vestry is asking that each of you 

consider doing your part in contributing 

to the future growth, ministry and finan-

cial stability of this congregation.   On 

any Sunday you can make a C.A.R.D. 

contribution by dropping your check in 

the regular collection plate.  On the 

memo line of the check simply write 

C.A.R.D. 

We will continue to report some of the 

key financial numbers … including 

pledge receipts and C.A.R. D. contribu-

tions on a monthly basis to keep you 

abreast of these contribution levels as 

the year progresses.
